Report from the Principal

Kia Ora parents, whanau & caregivers
I hope everyone enjoyed the extra day in
the weekend. This term has been very
busy for the students and the staff and it
seems that this will be continuing for the
next few weeks. I took a group of ten
students to a ukulele workshop last
Thursday and they had a member of the
Nukes teaching them to play a tune.
This was a lot of fun and it was very
clear that we have some very musical
students. Creativity is a very important
part of our lives and something that I
feel needs to be more of a priority in our
education system. All the students in the
school then went to the concert in the
afternoon which was a joy.
